1.  Using the real sample student Thoreau essays as anchors, give your essay score between one and nine.  You will find five student Thoreau essays in the “Argument” folder on my Course Documents page.
2. Using the language of the Rubric of all Rubrics, explain the score you give your essay in detail as specifically as you can.
3. In addition to the above, discuss in a meaningful way what you did well.
4.  Also discuss in detail what you need to improve — identify any Characteristic of Effective Writing errors you continue to make.  What aspects of style do you still need to work on?  What about the development of your ideas do you still need to get better at?

5. Finally, does this essay reflect that you have changed as a writer during this school year?

If so, how?

If not, why not?
