· Your Skills Research Checklist has three columns pre-labeled with the following essays you have written this year so far: the presidential nomination speech analysis, the research paper sentence outline, and the essay on The Catcher in the Rye.
· For the presidential nomination speech analysis and the research paper sentence outline, count and record on the Checklist the number of times you made each error.  
· For the essay on The Catcher in the Rye, all errors are highlighted, but they are not labeled with a Characteristics of Effective Writing number.  It is YOUR responsibility to label each error with a number.  When in doubt, ask me.  If you label it incorrectly, you will not receive credit.

· For each of the three essays, complete the following reflection process.  Use a separate piece of paper for each one.  In your four-line heading, identify which essay you are writing a reflection about in the third line after the slash.  In each reflection, write three paragraphs--one full, thoughtful, meaningful paragraph of at least five sentences in answer to each of the following questions:

1.  What did you do well?

2.  What do you need to improve?—Specifically identify any Characteristic of Effective Writing error you made three or more times.  For each one you identify, include a discussion about why you think you make this error and how you will improve your ability to avoid this error in future writing.
3. Does this paper reflect that you have changed as a writer during this school year?

If so, how?

If not, why not?

· If you had my Language Arts 10 class last year, write a paragraph discussing whether you think you make fewer Characteristics of Effective Writing errors this year than you did last year.


If so, discuss why you think you make fewer errors.

If not, discuss why you think you have not reduced the number of errors.
