Course Description:

This Language Arts course introduces the development of college level writing skills with a focus on literary response and practice in narrative, expository, and persuasive forms of writing.  Students embark on a chronological journey of mankind through time beginning with the epic poem The Odyssey and ending with the novelette Of Mice and Men. WRITING: 

Students will build upon their knowledge of narrative, informational, and persuasive writing styles and learn to incorporate clearly defined thesis statements, smooth transition sentences, and various organizational strategies into their writing.
