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Course Description: The course is designed to allow student to continue gaining theatrical experiences and improve skills in theatrical productions as well as gain an appreciation for theatre.

Course Materials: Participants are asked to keep a notebook of their participation and progress in class. You will be given handouts and scripts throughout the term to be added to the notebook.

Course Outline: 

· The class will begin with assessing the knowledge of the class, sharing experiences and appreciation for theatre.  

· The class will review information and techniques used in Theatre Arts I. 

· The class use improvisation exercises to develop performance skills.

· Work on character development and vocal dialects will begin and students will be asked to perform monologues and scenes for the class.

· The class is encouraged to participate in all aspects of the school’s theatrical productions. 

· Participants will learn and perform technical tasks needed for the schools theatrical productions.

· The class will work on understanding the history of Musical Theatre.

· Participants will experience directing and performing in small scenes in class.

· Students will be asked to read a play and summarize it. Turn in a written summary (using school writing style guides) and present it to the class orally. 

· Students are required to write two reviews (see review guidelines) of theatrical pieces they attend throughout the semester. Students are also required to present the reviews to the class orally. First quarter review is due October 22, 2010. Second quarter review is due 
· January 7, 2011.

· There will be an effort made to create a comfortable environment to perform and work. Please do not wear clothes or shoes that will inhibit your participation in class. Proper dress code is always required and shoes must be worn at all times.  If you cannot participate in the attire you are wearing it will affect your participation and therefore your grade.

· No food or drink is permitted in the theatre, costume shop or set shops.
Assessment: 

Grades will be made up of class participation, quizzes, performances, performance evaluations, worksheets, projects, reviews, summaries, and self-evaluations.
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
