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Course Description: The focus of this class involves the producing of the school theatrical productions. Using the skills learned in previous theatre classes the students will work on all aspects of the school's productions including; publicity, set design/ construction, costume design/construction, lighting, sound, makeup, and props as well as stage management and direction. When the school productions are completed for the year students will work on an independent theatre project. Participants will gain an appreciation of theatre by attending and reviewing theatrical productions in the community.

Course Materials: Scripts, construction tools, sewing machines, lumber, paint, fabric, set pieces, and props will be used throughout the course. Information will be researched through the Internet and reverence books. Textbooks will not be assigned to students.

Course Outline: 

· The course will begin by designing the production needs for the school's next performance. 

· Students will select an aspect of the production and be responsible for coordinating the completion of that aspect. 

· Students will complete a production plan for their area of concentration and follow the plan through out the course. 

· After each production the class will discuss and evaluate the production and their production plan. 

· Students will be expected to log an additional one-hour a week completing theatrical projects needed to produce the school's theatrical productions. This is considered homework. 

· Students are required to write reviews (see review guidelines) of theatrical pieces they attend throughout the year. Students are also required to present the reviews to the class orally. Review due dates are October 22, 2010, January 7, 2011, March 11, 2011 and May20, 2011
· There will be an effort made to create a comfortable environment to perform and work. 

· Please do not wear clothes or shoes that will inhibit your participation in class. Please bring clothes to perform construction tasks in when needed. If you cannot participate in the attire you are wearing it will affect your participation and therefore your grade. 

·  No food or drink is permitted in the theatre, costume shop or set shops.
Assessment: 

Grades will be made up of class participation, completion of projects, completion of logged theatre work (homework), and reviews.
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
