Course Description: 

This course is designed to develop the student’s understanding of the materials, specific tools, techniques and vocabulary used in the properties and preparation of the clay.  Students are required to sketch their design proposals prior to the manipulation of the clay.  The elements of form and function will be explored as they sketch and design their projects.  Students will be able to identify and explain the different ceramic tools and their function which will be used throughout this course.  
Course Outline:

Students will practice the pinch pot method and create a small bowl.  They will then engage in coil techniques, hand built forms using the slab method and incorporate surface embellishments and low relief design.  Completed projects will then be bisque fired in the kiln.  Demonstrations and experiments will be conducted with various under glazes and regular glazes for the completion of their pieces.  

During this course the students will complete the following projects:

· Create Pinch Bowl with a coiled foot rim

· Create 6 inch high Coiled Cylinder

· Create Open Coiled Container 6”– 8“ high (Cylindrical or Oval)
· Create a 6 inch relief tile (Subtractive and Additive Techniques)

· Create Slab Constructed Pocket Sculpture

· Personalized Frame (Subtractive and additive techniques)
