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AP Spanish summer Assignments:

This summer you will read and analyze two short stories:  Una Carta a Dios and El Tiempo Borra. After reading them you will write a comparative essay due the first day of class in the fall.  You will also do the assignments listed in the AP curriculum map. We will meet 3-4 times over the summer to discuss the stories and run through any questions from the Abriendo Puertas book, vocabulary, and test format. The meeting times and dates are flexible- majority rules. These meetings are extremely important- so adjust your work schedule accordingly.  If you are absolutely unable to make a meeting, you MUST still have the work done and must turn in the completed work BEFORE that meeting or send it with a classmate. If you can not make one of our sessions, you need to let me know ahead of time or call me at home at 866-1497 to let me know and then e-mail your work to klumley-pohl@eriesd.org.

Our first meeting will be _______________  and we will discuss AP test format, strategies for the class, and vocabulary from summer list.  The second meeting is _____________ when we will go over  Abriendo Puertas  work and answer any questions about grammar pages, review class expectations, discuss speaking portions of the AP test  and review vocabulary. The third meeting is ____________when  we will read and discuss “Una Carta a Dios” and review previous materials and the fourth meeting is  _______________ when  we will review test format and class expectations, review vocabulary, read “El Tiempo Borra” and prepare for the essay due for our first class. When school starts you will be tested on the grammar and vocabulary units from the summer assignment.

If you do not complete these requirements, you cannot take part in AP Spanish next year.

1. Define ( and memorize) each of the vocabulary words on the summer list. I will help you with this at the first meeting.  Be ready for a test on these words the first week of school. We will practice these words at each meeting. 

2. Know (master) the grammar units from Abriendo Puertas Do as many activities as are necessary to learn all rules and learn all infinitives you do not know.  We will review and go over this material as needed when we meet. Do as much review as you need, but remember that you are responsible for all information in these chapters. Do the worksheet to test yourself.
3. Learn idioms and expressions from pages 24-25 in Abriendo Puertas.  You are responsible for these words and expressions as we will use them throughout the year. We will review them constantly!! 

4. Read “Una Carta a Dios”  and pay close attention to the characters and the elements of nature (both mother nature and human nature.) Make a list of any unknown vocabulary word and bring them to our session.  Be able to answer the comprehension questions on page 5. Do Analysis questions on page 7 (# 1- 6).    Also complete a dialectical journal with examples of nature- mother and human.  We will discuss this story and the assignments on ___________________  when you will take a quiz on the story and vocabulary.

5. Read “El Tiempo Borra”  and do the same analysis. Know the answers to questions on page 48 and do Analysis questions 1,2,3,4 and 9 on page 49. Take notes as a dialectical journal about the effects of mother nature and of human nature on the characters. Make a list of unknown vocabulary words and bring them to class so we can discuss them.  We will discuss this story on __________________ when we will take a quiz on the story and vocabulary. We will also work on a VENN diagram comparing and contrasting the two stories based on the following things:  

Setting

Characters- feelings, thoughts, and roles

Nature- mother nature (land, sky, weather) and human nature

Events (good and tragic) 

Common ideas and themes

Use your dialectical journals and notes to help you with the VENN.

6. Write an essay  of at least five paragraphs and 300 words using this prompt : Compare y contraste el papel de la natualeza en “Una Carta a Dios” y  en “El Tiempo Borra.”. I will give you a rubric at our third meeting. These are due the first day of school.  We will also prepare for a test on vocabulary for the second day of school.
