Use correct MLA style for in-text quotations; for example: Anthem begins with Equality 7-2521’s admission that, “It is a sin to write this” (1).

Fahrenheit 451:

Write an essay describing three of the problems in Montag's society, using specific quotes with context and analysis.  After your description of the problems, address how you would deal with these problems if you were a political leader?  Please create specific laws or community programs to support your solution.


Example:

If you wanted to argue that the way parents treat their children is one of the 
downfalls of the society, you would provide context and analysis:


Montag begins to question how his society is formed, and at this point in the 
text, many of the normal habits he took for granted begin to take on new 
meaning.  His wife, Mildred, has friends over, and the women begin to discuss 
their family dynamics.  When Mrs. Phelps is conversing with Mildred          

and Mrs. Bowles, she explains why her children are not a hindrance to her life saying,       

“I pluck the children in school nine days out of ten” (96).    

In this passage, Mrs. Phelps shows that she does not want to have any sort of 
interaction with her children.  She organizes her life to avoid interacting with
 her children and actually having to exert any effort in raising them.    
At this point, you would include your perspective on the problem and what is wrong with that, and you would propose solutions.  

Remember, you need three problems, and for each problem you need a quote (with context and analysis) and solutions to the problems.


Anthem:

Write an essay describing three specific elements from the novel that mirror Stalin's Communist Russia.  After doing that, explain what three rights would be instrumental in avoiding the mistakes you just described if you were creating a new world with Prometheus.
For this prompt, background research is required.  This website (http://library.thinkquest.org/C0112205/stalinsrussia.html) is a useful guide to communism under Stalin.  

You need to cite both from Anthem and from the website for your essay.  Please be sure to provide context and analysis from your Anthem quotes. 
You will need to appropriately cite these sources.  Please include a Works Cited page at the end of your essay on Anthem.   Your Hacker guide is a wonderful resource to help you determine how to properly cite and create a Works Cited.  Please see pages: (120-121, 129, 136-139)       

Remember, you need three elements that mirror Stalin’s communist regime, and for each problem you need a quote from the novel (with context and analysis) and the website.  Then you need to provide solutions to all the problems.
